The híwus Feasthouse is the meeting place, to enjoy a full day of vivid legends, songs, dances and crafts. Step into an authentic Pacific Northwest Longhouse and let a Squamish First Nations Elder take you back in time to discover the traditional way of life of our First Nations people. 
We will send home a detailed timeline closer to the date. For now, please mark your calendars to meet at 9:30am at the base of the Mountain. We will head up together on the 9:45am tram. The fieldtrip will be supervised by Home Quest staff and parent volunteers. Please bring only small backpacks with a water bottle and lunch. Dress in layers appropriate for being outdoors in the snow. Additional information can be found here.
